Therefore, even if you have taken Sign Language in the past, we recommend you begin with ASL I. Students 
are encouraged to take courses in the recommended order. Course prerequisites are in place to protect the student and to ensure a certain level of 
proficiency.  Beginning students are advised to start with ASL I, Visual-Gestural Communications, and/or Introduction to the Deaf Community.  Sign Lan-
guage courses are taught exclusively in ASL.  Very little, if any, voice is used for instructional purposes.
